BIG CHANGES AT THE NEW MILFORD RECYCLING CENTER-SAVING TAXPAYER $$$
The Public Works Department would like to announce improvements made at the Recycling Center. New compacting containers have been installed to facilitate ease of use and result in the ability to store more material in the container before hauling. The BULKY waste and MSW containers are now located on the left side of Recycling after the entrance.
SINGLE STREAM recycling is now being accepted and the container is located off to the right past the oil tent. Single stream (also known as "fully commingled") recycling refers to a collection system that mixes all recyclable paper fibers and containers together in a bin at the curb and in the collection truck.  In single stream, both the collection and processing systems are designed to handle this fully commingled mixture of recyclables. (CT DEP)
 Yes, the New Milford Recycling Center has gone single stream and with that great addition, the amount of items that can be recycled has almost doubled! The following list of items are allowed in ONE BAG and placed in ONE container:

· Paper Milk, Juice and Egg cartons, Cereal & Cracker boxes
· Steel, tin and aluminum cans

· Phone books & paperback books (books are always welcome on the free table also)

· Cardboard and paper bags, Newspapers, inserts and junk mail

· Office paper, folders and greeting cards and school paper

· Glass bottles & jars

· PLASTICS #1-7, bottles, jugs, jars and tubs

· Shredded paper, Flower pots
· Plastic caps & lids, aluminum foil and pie/baking sheets

· Hardcover books (again welcome on the free table)

· Small metals, pots and pans

· Plastic toys

· Metal and plastic hangers

· Buckets and crates

· Printers, FAX machines
· Cell phones, digital cameras
· Computers, VCR’s, video games
