The CEcD designation recognizes qualified and dedicated practitioners in the economic 

development field and sets the standard of excellence within the profession.  Candidates must

pass a rigorous and comprehensive three-part, two-day examination, which tests a practitioner’s 

knowledge, proficiency and judgment in the key areas of economic development, including 

business retention and expansion, marketing, finance, workforce development, community 

development, real estate, strategic planning, and management.
